Laurie Brown, the director of the Bloomington Meals on Wheels 
effort, talked briefly over lunch about the organization. ÒWe now 
deliver meals 5 days per week, which are produced by a caterer but 
assembled at St. Stephen Lutheran by our team of volunteers. In fact, Meals on 
Wheels is an entirely volunteer undertaking, with independent teams in each city. We 
serve not only as a food assistance but also as a regular safety checkup for our clients 
Ð we call their contact person if they donÕt answer the door for the delivery.Ó 

Meals on Wheels is sustained by private funding, by grants from the city of 
Bloomington, by a small per-meal fee paid by the clients, and of course by the service 
of their volunteers.

Every so often, we have to say good-bye to a longtime 
friend.  Today is one of those days.  Jim Truax is 
resigning from our club after 33 years of membership.  
Jim recently retired as Community Services Director 
with the City of Bloomington.  Last week, he notified us 
that he decided to move his Rotary membership to the 
Northfield, where he is now retired. "It's a little difficult 
to leave, since I've been a member since 1974," said Jim.
