History

In 1966, Bloomington Rotarian Lee Sundet inspired fellow Rotarian Harold Larson
with news of the valuable work done by Courage Center, one of the only
organizationsin the country providing comprehensive, lifelong servicesto people
with disabilities. Sundet's support laid the groundwork for the first Harold Larson
Party to raise funds for Courage Center and other worthy causes.

The fun-filled evening was held in the lower showroom at Harold Chevrolet, where
the new model cars were introduced. It featured socializing, dining, entertainment
and fund-raising. The kick-off was a steak dinner, preceded by a "thirst-quenching
course’, courtesy of Harold Larson.  Following dinner, many "valuable and
desirable items" were sold at auction. On severa occasions, the party was
augmented by the gift of a Chevrolet automobile raffled off by the members. Inits
early days, the Harold Larson Party was described as a "rousing and fun-filled
socia event including Rotary Anns and other guests.” Approximately $1,000 was
raised for Courage Center and other local charitiesin thosefirst years.

Today, the Harold Larson Party is Bloomington Noon Rotary's longest-running and
largest fundraiser. Last year, the dinner, silent and live auction and raffle raised
more than $47,000 for the club's charitable causes. The event haslong since
outgrown the showroom at Harold Chevrolet. Nevertheless, its emphasis on fund-
raising * particularly for Courage Center * continues today.
